Rules:
· If you are disqualified or ejected from a game at any point you will not get a refund and will be expected to leave school property
· Arguing with the ref will result in your team being thrown out—even if there is only one person talking—you have eight people on a team keep each other in check.
· Head shots--no one is out except if they are excessive then the thrower will be ejected from the tourney at ref’s discretion.
· Reflecting and then catching a ball means the thrower is out.
· Catching a ball means one team member is back in and the thrower is out.
· Each game is 15 minutes. If a ref says move up your boundary lines you are expected to do so immediately. If you are hanging out outside of the boundaries you will be thrown out.
· If at the end of 15 minutes there are still people on the court the winner is the team with the most people left standing.
· Report to your court pronto
· IF YOU ARE FOUND TO BE DAMAGING THE SCHOOL OR MESSING AROUND IN AREAS OF THE SCHOOL THAT YOU ARE NOT SUPPOSED TO BE YOU WILL BE DISQUALIFIED.
· The refs have the red OTP shirts on and you are to listen to them or be thrown out
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
